TIP: It may make more sense to rent On the finan-
cial side, one key question is whether it costs more,
on average, to rent or own in your area. The rule of
thumb is that if you pay 35 percent less in rent than
you would for owning - including the monthly
mortgage, property taxes, and any homeowner's
fees - then it's smarter to continue renting.

Only if all those answers still point towards owning
should you proceed to the next step - getting the
money right.
