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The McClain Grove 

Missionary Baptist 

Church was founded 

in 1876.  Mr. and Mrs. 

John McClain were 

the plantation owners.  

His field hands 

wanted a prayer 

house.  

Mr. McClain donated 

a feed house to his 

workers.  Mr. Enoch 

Watts, his sons and 

some others from St. 

Anthonyõs Church 

came to join in the 

prayer house.   

The Rev. Gladdis was 

the first pastor.  Ser-

vice was held in the 

feed house for about a 

year and a half before 

building a Weather 

Board Church. Mr. 

McClain gave the 

church its name  and 

said he always wanted 

it to be called McClain 

Grove.  At that time 

the membership was 

about 30.  The secre-

tary was Bro. Edward 

Pegues and treasure 

was Bro. John Watts.  

The church continued to 

grow through the years. 

In 1954 under the lead-

ership of the late Rev. 

Couthern, the church 

was rebuild. Years later 

running water, rest-

rooms, a fellowship hall 

and gas heat in the 

sanctuary was added. 

Rev. L.M.Mungo and 

Rev. J.J. Drakeford 

were pastors at that 

time. After Rev. Ulysses 

McKiver became pastor, 

the church added new 

carpet, pews, chairs, 

and new kitchen appli-

ances.

It is our greatest 
pleasure to  
bring you greetings 

and joy in the name 

of our Almighty Je-

sus Christ. It is in-

cumbent upon the 

church to seek the 

lost through the 

greatest command 

and means through 

which Christ com-

municated to His 

disciples which is 

the gospel through evangelism. 

Evangelism is spreading the gos-

pel to a degree of a clear under-

standing for the purpose of moti-

vating the person(s) to receive 

Christ and become a part of the 

evangelistic team for winning 

souls for Christ. Christ demon-

strated His concern for evangel-

ism on five occasions where He 

communicated His Great Com-

mission. First, Christ communi-

cated His Great Commission to 

His disciples saying, ñAs the Fa-

ther has sent me, I also send 

youò (John 20:21). During this 

commission Jesus was telling 

His disciples to go as He went. 

Christôs voice is still echoing 

through the ages to the church to 

engage evangelism to win the 

lost. The second communication 

of the Great Commission: Jesus 

told His disciples where to go, 

ñAnd said to them, óGo into all 

the world and preach the gospel 

to every creatureô.ò(Mark 

16:15). Through this message, 

Jesus is saying to 

the saved: take the 

gospel to your job, 

to people in both 

high and low 

places, to people 

who are hurting, 

homeless, those 

who are in prison, 

sick, to legal and 

illegal immigrants. 

Upon the Third 

Commission, Jesus 

gave His disciples 

authority to evangelize: ñAll au-

thority has been given to me in 

heaven and on earth.ò Further, 

Jesus added the great promise, ñI 

am with you always, even to the 

end of the age.ò(Matthew 

28:20). The Fourth Communica-

tion of the Great Commission: 

Jesus instructed His disciples, 

ñThat repentance and remission 

of sins should be preached in His 

name to all nations beginning at 

Jerusalem .ò(Luke 24:47). Jesus 

is saying to every person who 

has accepted Him as their per-

sonal savior to engage evangel-

ism from the very place where 

salvation was achieved and take 

the message of Christ every-

where. The evangelist will make 

clear that repentance means to 

change the mind from sin and 

follow Christ. ñRepent, and let 

everyone of you be baptized in 

the name of Jesus Christ.ò(Acts 

2: 38). As Jesus was preparing to 

leave His disciples, He ex-

pressed the Great Commission a 

fifth time saying, ñBut ye 

shall receive power when the 

Holy Spirit has come upon 

you; and you shall be wit-

nesses to me in Jerusalem, 

and in all Judea, and Samaria, 

and to the end of the 

earthò(Acts 1: 8). 

Based upon Jesusô Great 

Commission, the disciples, 

just as Godôs chosen evangel-

ists today, anticipated a diffi-

cult path which consisted of 

loneliness, discouragement, 

disappointments and betray-

als. However, Jesus assured 

His disciples, just as He does 

today to those who are seek-

ing the lost through evangel-

ism, that power is granted to 

those of faith. He promised to 

be with His people on the 

field of mission for encour-

agement. Remember these 

important words spoken by 

our Master, ñWhere two or 

three are gathered together in 

my name, I am there in the 

midst of themò (Matt 18: 20). 

When you know that God has 

sent you on the field to evan-

gelize, even when you are at 

your worst moment, all you 

have to do is wait and pray 

for God to supply what He 

has promised and that is 

POWER. Now, there are 

some Christians who may 

very well say, for example,
